Class Participation

[image: image1.wmf]Positive participation is an absolute must in our German classroom.  For this reason, students will be given three points per day towards participation.  It is up to students to keep these points.  I expect you to speak as much German as possible and doing so will help you not only keep your points but enable you to score bonus points! 
Points may be taken away from students for the following reasons:

1. Forgotten materials — Textbook, binder, assignments left in locker
2. Not completing in-class activities, including unproductive individual/group work – “I’ll just do it at home” is not acceptable!

3. Excessive or inappropriate talking; i.e. talking while I’m talking or shouting across the room at myself or others

4. Insubordination/Negative behavior; this includes negative comments about the class, other students in class, students in class responding in the target language, about the teacher, about other teachers, etc…

5. Abusing classroom supplies and technology; leaving behind a mess, putting papers or garbage of any sort into the desks

6. Sleeping (or “resting your eyes” as its often referred to)

7. Doing work for another class
8. Use of impermissible technology—cell phone during red time, translator, etc…
9. Aggressive game playing – unsportsmanlike conduct

Some actions may also result in harsher punishments.  Such things include swearing, talking back, rude gestures, unexcused absences and abuse of technology.

Participation will be monitored by the teacher on a daily basis and recorded in a specific notebook.  Participation grades will be recorded in Powerschool at the end of each week.
